The school

Our beautiful school

is located in the heart of Valencia's
old town, in a Gothic palace,
surrounded by history and culture.

We have carefully renovated this
historical building to our own vision of
a 21st century language school that
compliments history with modernism.

The school is placed just where the
11th century Arab city walls were
standing and still a big part of them
have remained inside the building
crossing through the school and
getting inside the classrooms, creating
an atmosphere of history and mystery.

Our 2100-square-metre building
has 28 classrooms with interactive
whiteboards, comfortable areas for
students, a sunny patio with orange
trees and a rooftop garden to enjoy
the beautiful Valencian weather all
year round.

There are four Spanish lessons every

After the test, they will attend a
Welcome meeting where they will
receive useful information and get
to know other new students and the
staff of the school.
